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Background

• Evenley Speedwatch was established with a team of volunteers in 
2013

• Evenley is supplied with a fully calibrated speed gun and supporting 
equipment for a four week period each year

• The Speedwatch Coordinator is responsible for:

• Maintaining a list of trained volunteers (at least 6-10 willing 
volunteers)

• Scheduling the sessions based on volunteer availability

• Twelve volunteers (three new recruits) for 2024 campaign



Community Speedwatch (CSW)

• The Community Speed Watch programme relies on support from you 
and your community and by working together, with partners, to 
reduce those that are killed or seriously injured on the roads and 
reduce speeding across the County.

• Statement from Northants Police:  The 2023 CSW generated a total of 
2536 police educational letters to vehicle keepers.

• The Evenley CSW team records and reports any vehicles travelling at 
35 mph and above in and out of the village.
